 The Finance Department (Revenue Branch) in a notification has stated that in exercise of  
the powers conferred by sub-section (3) of  section 1 of  the Nagaland Goods and Services Tax Act, 

th2017 (4 of  2017), the State Government has appointed the day of  24  June, 2017, as the date on 
which the provisions of  sections 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 10, 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27, 28, 29, 30, 139, 146 and 164 of  
the said Act shall come into force.

The State Government has specified the persons who are only engaged in making supplies 
of  taxable goods or services or both, the total tax on which is liable to be paid on reverse charge 
basis by the recipient of  such goods or services or both under sub-section (3) of  section 9 of  the 
said Act as the category of  persons exempted from obtaining registration under the aforesaid Act.

                    STATE GOVERNMENT AMENDS GST RULES 2017

In exercise of  the powers conferred by section 164 of  the Nagaland Goods and Services 
Tax Act, 2017 (4 of  2017), the State Government has made the following rules to amend the 
Nagaland Goods and Services Tax Rules, 2017, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Nagaland Goods and Services Tax (First Amendment) 
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Rules, 2017.
th(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force with effect from 29  June, 2017.

2.        In the Nagaland Goods and Services Tax Rules, 2017:-
a) In rule 1, in the heading, the word, 'Extent' shall be omitted;
b) In rule 10, in sub-rule (4), for the words "digitally signed," the words "duly signed or 

verified through electronic verification code" shall be substituted;
c) In rule 13, in sub-rule (4), for the words "signed,”  the words "duly signed or verified 

through electronic verification code" shall be substituted;
d) In rule 19, in sub-rule (1), in the second proviso, for the words "the said rule," the words, 

brackets and figures "sub-rule (2) of  rule 8" shall be substituted;
e) In rule 21, for clause (b), the following clauses shall be substituted, namely:-
(b) "Issues invoice or bill without supply of  goods or services in violation of  the provisions 

of  the Act, or the rules made thereunder; or 
(c) Violates the provisions of  section 171 of  the Act or the rules made thereunder."
f) In rule 22, in sub-rule (3), the words, brackets and figure "sub-rule (1) of ” shall be 

omitted;
g) In rule 24:-
 i. In sub-rule (1), the second proviso shall be omitted; 
 ii. After sub-rule (3), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“(3 A) Where a certificate of  registration has not been made available to the applicant on the 
common portal within a period of  fifteen days from the date of  the furnishing of  
information and particulars referred to in clause (c) of  sub-rule (2) and no notice has been 
issued under sub-rule (3) within the said period, the registration shall be deemed to have 
been granted and the said certificate of  registration, duly signed or verified through 
electronic verification code, shall be made available to the registered person on the common 
portal."
h) In rule 26, in sub-rule (3), for the words "specified under the provisions of  the 

Information Technology Act, 2000 (21 of  2000)," the words "or through e- signature 
as specified under the provisions of  the Information Technology Act, 2000 (21 of  
2000) or verified by any other mode of  signature or verification as notified by the 
Board in this behalf" shall be substituted;

i) In Form GST CMP-04, in the table, for serial number 5 and the entries related thereto, 
the following shall be substituted, namely:-

5.       "Category of  Registered Person
I. Manufacturers, other than manufacturers of  such goods as may be notified by the 

Government
ii. Suppliers making supplies referred to in clause (b) of  paragraph 6 of  Schedule II
iii. Any other supplier eligible for composition levy.”

j) In Form GST CMP-07, for the brackets, words and figures "[See rule 6(6)]," the 
brackets, words and figures “[See rule 6(5)]” shall be substituted; 

k) In Form GST REG-12, for the words and figures "within 30 days," the words and 
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figures "within 90 days" shall be substituted;
l) In Form REG-25:-

I. For the words and letters, "Provisional ID," the letters "GSTIN" shall be 
substituted;

ii. The words "Place" and "State" shall be omitted.

NON-INDIGENOUS INDIAN CITIZENS 
RESIDING IN NAGALAND CAN

ENROLL/CORRECT 
BIOMETRIC DETAILS

Commissioner, Nagaland and State 
Registrar for UIDAI, Sentiyanger Imchen, IAS, 
has approved to enroll/correct biometric 
details for Non-Indigenous Indian Citizens 
residing in Nagaland. The enrolment 
agencies have hereby been authorized to 
enroll/correct biometric details for Non-
Indigenous Indian Citizens residing in 
Nagaland with the following conditions:

(a) Enrolment for Indian citizens who 
are Non-Indigenous Inhabitants: They may 
be allowed for enrolment provided they are 
employed in the Central/State Government, 
PSU undertakings like BSNK, SBI and other 
national banks, on producing appropriate 
Proof of Identity (PoI), Proof of Residence 
(PoR) and Proof of Address (PoA) as required 
by the UIDAI  and in addition, certificate 
from the Head of Office  Department 
certifying that they are employees of the 

concerned department/agency along with 
valid Identity Card issued by the competent 
authority. Further, it should be insisted that 
they produce documents like EPIC, Domicile 
Certificate etc. from the state of their origin. 
This provision may be allowed to cover the 
immediate family members of the Non-
Indigenous Inhabitant Indian Citizen like 
parents, spouse and children, but no other 
family relations. Further, this dispensation 
may be extended to those retired Non-
Indigenous Inhabitants who have chosen to 
remain in Nagaland and their children on 
producing the last Government Identity Card 
subject to producing valid PoI, PoR and PoA 
as required by UIDAI. 

(b) Enrolment for (1) Uniformed 
Personnel and (2) Inmates in Jail : For (1) 
Category above, enrolment may be allowed 
on fulfilment of prescribed PoI, PoR and PoA 
documents as required by UIDAI and in 
addition, on producing certificate from the 
concerned Unit Commander certifying the 
details furnished. For (2) Category above, the 
concerned Jail Superintendent may be 
allowed to certify the identity and other 
details of the inmates. 

(c) It has also been informed that, in 
cases which were earlier enrolled but was 
rejected due to technical reasons and 
biometrics have to be captured again. This 
category may also be allowed for recapture 
of biometric details on producing earlier 
acknowledgement slip irrespective of 
whether they are Indigenous Inhabitants or 
not. 

(d) Catholic Priest and others 
associated with the Catholic Church: They 
may be allowed to obtain Aadhaar Card on 
producing Special ILP issued by the Office of 
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the Commissioner, Nagaland or on the 
recommendation of the Diocese of Kohima 
subject to submission of PoI, PoR and PoA as 
required by the UIDAI. It is also stated that 
the documents produced will be verified by 
the concerned Document Ver i fy ing 
Authority as notified.

She said 
that the Protection of Women from 
Domestic Violence Act, 2005, is a step 
towards safeguarding women against ill 
treatment at the hands of their husbands 
and in-laws and other male members of the 
family and that under the Act, it is the duty 
of the police officers, protection officer, 
service provider or magistrate on receipt of 
complaint to inform aggrieved person of 
her rights.

outreach services through Childline and 
vil lage/ward Level Child Protection 
Committee (VLCPC). Highlighting the 
schemes available for children in the State, 
he said that altogether 64 Child Care 
Institutions (CCIs) operate under the State 
Child Protection Society Nagaland, 10 
observation home, 1 special home, 10

WORLD HEPATITIS DAY

Along with the rest of the world, the 
thState observed World Hepatitis Day on 28  

July, 2017 at Directorate of Health and 
Family Welfare, Kohima under the theme 
'Eliminate Hepatitis.'
 Project  Director ,  NSACS,  Dr . 

Ngangshimeren in his keynote address, 
pointed out that the World Hepatitis Day is 
one of the eight official global public health 
campaigns marked by the World Health 
Organization along with World TB Day, 
World Malaria Day, World AIDS Day, World 
Immunization Week, World No Tobacco 
Day and World Biodiversity Day. He said that 
it is observed every year with the aim to raise 
awareness among the people across the 
world and make a hepatitis free world. The 
significant achievement of the World Health 
Organization is that all countries has 
adopted and has set a goal of eliminating 
viral Hepatitis by 2030. In support of the 
theme 'Eliminate Hepatitis,' WHO will 
release new information on national 
responses in 28 countries which include 
India.

Director, Kripa Foundation, Abou 
Mere gave a brief note on NGO perspective. 
He mentioned that in the context of 
Nagaland, injecting drug user from two 
distr icts ,  Phek and Wokha showed 
prevalence rates of 8.7% and 20.8% 
respectively. The ICMR collected 98 blood 
samples of current and ex-drug users for 
HBV, HCV and HIV test from Kripa 
F o u n d a t i o n  D r u g  T r e a t m e n t  c u m 
Rehabilitation Centre and Kripa Drop-in 
Centre, reported 30.61% HCV reactive. A 
study conducted on Hepatitis C by Centre 
for AIDS research, John Hopkins University 
and YRG Care, Chennai showed that 
Dimapur town has 9.1% prevalence of HCV. 
Two data sources on HCV by Naga Hospital 
Authority of Kohima (NHAK) - MSD Pharma 
Company and NHAK Project tested 728 
individuals and 50 individuals were found to 
be HCV reactive. It also showed the 
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presence of the virus among the general 
population was 1.8%.

J r .  Spec i a l i s t ,  NHAK ,  D r .  K . 
Vanlalruati Nyuthe gave a presentation on 
Basics of Hepatitis. Physician, Bethel 
Medical Centre, Dr. Kejavisa Savino 
highlighted on the 'Hepatitis C treatment 
protocol'. 

The programme was chaired by 
Mission Director, NHM, Dr. Limaakum Jamir 
whi le Deputy Director ,  NSACS, Dr. 
Ruokuobeinuo Chielie delivered the vote of 
thanks. World Hepatitis Day is observed 
every year in honour of the Nobel Laureate, 
Baruch Samuel Blumberg on his birth 
anniversary, who discovered the Hepatitis B 
virus.

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The Office of Principal AG (A&E) 
launched the system in partnership with 
NIC, Nagaland NIC and Manipur NIC for the 
registered GPF subscribers of Grade C and 
above employees of the State Government.

The first 
category, Audit Unit, covering the Apex 
Unit, involving top management and the 
Second category Audit Unit, covering those 
offices when there is a substantial 
administrative power, financial power and 
functional or operational significance and 
the third category, implementing Unit was 
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with a delegation more in the nature of 
managing the establishment. He pointed 
out that Auditing of Departments would 
start with the Apex Unit and the Audit Unit 
a l o n g  w i t h  t h e  s a m p l e s  o f  t h e 
Implementing Unit to the extent that the 
entire Department is covered. Insight of 
types of Reporting such as Inspection 
report, Departments Appreciation Report 
Note and compliance Audit Report were 
also briefed.
 On  the  E -GPF  the  P r inc ipa l 
Accountant General pointed out the 
manual paper system, delays, non-receipt 
of statement, cases of fraudulent would be 
done away with the introduction of online 
GPF. It would be a leap forward as 
subscribers will get to know real time about 
the transaction taking place in his/her 
account empowering the Users with the 
information. He also informed that 
Nagaland was the second state in the NE 
after Manipur to have launched the online 
GPF System.
 The  Commiss ioner  o f  Taxes 
highlighted some important aspects of Tax 
Deduction at Source (TDS) on relevance to 
the State Government as an agency. He also 
said that the Departments can be 
approached for any queries and support 
with the taxation procedures.
 A representative from the Principal 
Secretary Health & Family Welfare gave a 
presentation on the Tobacco Control 
highlighting about the figures of tobacco 
use in Nagaland indicating that Nagaland is 
the second biggest consumer of tobacco in 
I n d i a  s t a n d i n g  fi r s t  i n  c a s e s  o f  

Nasopharyngeal (head & neck) type of 
cancer. Asserting on the realization and 
recognition of prohibition of smoking in 
public places to bring out a change in public 
suggested the civil Secretariat and the 
Directorates to take the lead. He also 
suggested inclusion for a course of tobacco 
ill effects in school syllabus while taking 
about the possibilities of making tobacco 
free zones.
