In	his	 keynote	 address,	 Secretary	
General	NPMHR,	Neingulo	 Krome	 said	
Indigenous	peoples	constitute	about	5%	
of	the	world’s	population,	yet	account	for	
about	15%	of	the	world’s	poorest	people	and	
out	of	the	estimated	370	million	indigenous	
peoples	across	the	world,	Nagas	constitutes	
about	4	million.

Krome	stated	 that	as	a	prelude	 to	
the	celebration	of	 the	 ‘Naga	Week’	 from	
December	1-5	 in	1993,	NPMHR	and	NSF	
conducted	local	level	phase-wise	discussions	
with	Naga	representatives	and	thereafter	
defined	 the	Nagas’	 status	as	 Indigenous	
Peoples	and	submitted	to	the	UN	Working	
Group,	whereby,	they	stated	that	the	Naga	
case	is	an	indigenous	people	under	forced	
occupation	and	seeking	recognition	of	their	
right	as	a	sovereign	state.	He	also	stressed	
on	the	need	of	the	present	Naga	generation	
to	know	about	the	political	settlement	and	
speak	out	at	the	right	time.

The	Cabinet	
also	decided	to	strengthen	the	Municipal	
Cadre	in	the	State.
