He
said that the theme for this year ‘Live positively, know
your HIV Status’ is particularly appropriate as Indian
government recently passed HIV Bill to safeguard the
rights of the people living with HIV and to confront

social stigmas that present obstacles, their efforts to
live normal lives. He also appreciated the government
of India, NSACS ,NGOs, health care providers and
members of the community for their untiring efforts
and their remarkable response in fighting against
AIDS and HIV.

Speaking as the Chief Patron, Minister for Health
& Family Welfare, S.Pangnyu Phom stated that World
AIDS Day was the first ever global Health Day which
created opportunity for people across the world to
unite in the fight against HIV and to show support for
people living with HIV, and to commemorate those
who have lost their lives from AIDS-related diseases.
He stated it is crucial to achieve the 90-90-90 targets,
an ambitious treatment target to help end the AIDS
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epidemic, set by UNA1DS. In tune
with this target, in April 2017,
NACO initiated ‘Test & Treat
Policy’ and as per this policy, all
people tested as HIV positive are
to be treated with ARV medicines
immediately.

Pangnyu stated that under
Nagaland State AIDS Control
Society, activities are being
carried out to improve and
strengthen the testing facilities.
In order to capacitate the existing
manpower on HIV screening,
trainings are being provided
to ANMs and Lab Technicians,

counsellors and outreach workers on HIV screening
under the program of Elimination of Mother to Child
Transmission (EMTCT) of HIV & Syphilis, efforts are
being made to test all pregnant women for HIV and
Syphilis.

Dr. Melissa Nyendak Brandon Chief Prevention,
Care and Treatment-CDC said that “Getting tested for
HIV is the first important step to know your status and
to live life positively and knowing your status is an
essential entry point to HIV care, support, treatment
and prevention services.”

Principal Secretary HFW and Chairman NSACS,
. Himato Zhimomi stated that Nagaland has a huge
task to deal with the third highest rates of AIDS in
the North East. He expressed his gratitude to the US
Ambassador and his entourage for their support and
efforts throughout the endeavour in fighting against
the HIV and Aids.

Union Home Minister
launches ERSS at PHQ
Kohima

The Union Home Minister, Rajnath Singh
launched the Emergency Response Support System
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(ERSS) at Police Headquarter, Kohima on 1stDecember
2018.

Launching the ERSS, the Union Home Minister
congratulated the people of Nagaland, Nagaland
Government especially the Nagaland Police, officials
from MHA, M/o Woman and Child Development,
D/o Telecommunication, Centre for Development
of Advanced Computing (C-DAC) and all other
stakeholders for their efforts in launching the ERSS
project in Nagaland, the first state amongst the North-
Eastern States to commence this project.

The Union Home Minister stated that half of
the country’s population consists of women and the
countries where women are safe are considered
strong. Therefore, a country to progress needs to
provide a safe and secure environment to its women
and facilitate their participation in all developmental
activities.

To ensure safety and security of women, the
UnionHome Ministerinformedthatthe Governmenthas
taken various initiatives, such as a dedicated Division
i.e. Women Safety Division created in the Ministry;
Laws have been amended viz. relevant sections of
Indian Penal Code and Code of Criminal Procedure
have been made harsh; Forensic laboratories have
been modernized and their capacities have been
augmented; Fast Track Courts have been established
to deal with sexual assault related cases; Portals have
been launched for National Data based on sexual
offenders and cyber crime. Further in this connection,
PAN India 24X7 helpline number 112 was launched.

To further strengthen and ensure the safety of
women, Rajnath said that a SHOUT feature has been
made available exclusively for women in ‘112 India’
mobile app. Using SHOUT feature, women in distress
will able to seek immediate assistance from nearby
registered volunteers as well as from Emergency
Response Center (ERC). This app upon activation will
assist the First Responders in locating and tracking
women in distress using GPS for effective response.
He also said ERC has been set up in Kohima and
three District Command Centers to offer this unified
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emergency service. Response Vehicles have been
fitted with Mobile Data terminals (MDTs). On receipt
of the SOS, the ERC can dispatch the nearest vehicle
for assistance.

DGP John Longkumer said that the ERSS is an
automated system to centrally handle all emergency
requests from citizens in distress. A single phone
call no. 112 will be required for all kinds of distress
redressal, which is routed through the Interractive
Voice Recording (IVR) and will be answered in the
Integrated Control Room manned 24x7, called the
Police Safety Answering Point (PSAP), which will
provide the information to the District Coordination
Centre (DCC). Depending on the type of emergency, it
will be transmitted to the Mobile Data Terminal (MDT)
installed in their fleet of vehicles numbering 19 in the
three districts.

Longkumer also said that the aim is to be the
first responders in all kinds of distress situations
in the shortest possible time and to provide help
to the citizens in need. He informed that the Police
Department have integrated their Police Highway
Patrol Unit as well as the recently launched Tourist
Police Unit into the network and added that following
the Chief Minister directives, the department is
embarking on a mission of visible policing.

National Dance and Music

their misuse for sex determination leading to female
foeticide.

Termination of Pregnancy (MTP) Act, she said that
under the law, when sex determination takes place,
women undergoes physical and mental harassments
and as such, the above mentioned sections are there
to provide assistance to the women in distress from
any such violence without her consent.

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BRIEF PROFILE OF FREELANCE

PHOTOJOURNALIST KEKHRIEZHAZO MIACHIEO

A nurse yearning to see her mother who
passed away, a pastor’s hope to set up churches in
his village, a musician who feels like an outsider in
the place she calls home and still counting days to a
brighter future — these are some of the lives which are
captured through the lens of freelance photojournalist
Kekhriezhazo Miachieo in his project titled ‘The
Others,” which was displayed at the Hornbill Festival
2018 at Kisama.

‘The Others’ is based on the Indo-Burma border
division of 1967, to Nagas of the East (Burmese
Nagas) and the Nagas of the West (Indian Nagas)
and the eventual consequences of the geographical
demarcation but still entwined by history, culture
and religion. While the Nagas in India have been
more privileged having been granted statehood, the
Burmese Nagas in Myanmar have suffered a less
fortunate fate. The community has seen little to no
development. Education, healthcare and accessible
roads are still out of their reach. Miachieo in his work
‘The Others’ captures the lives of Burmese Nagas
living in Nagaland, their socio-economic conditions
and their desire to seek a better future.

Kekhriezhazo Miachieo is based in Kohima. He
graduated from Bangalore University with a degree
in Computer Application, and also completed a
diploma course in photography. He worked as staff
photojournalist at Hindustan Times, New Delhi for
3 years. He joined India Today magazine in 2013
and was associated as a photojournalist with the
magazine till 2017.

Miachieo won the Toto-Tasveer Young
Photography Award 2017 for his series ‘Cycle of
Street Life.” He did an exhibition at Sangai Photo
Festival 2018. He also covered the aftermath of the
Nepal Earthquake 2015, Uttarakhand Floods 2013,
Muzaffarnagar Riots 2013 and the aftermath of the
Kashmir Floods 2014 among others.
