| ADVISORY ON THE INGRESS OF HPAI |

In view of the recent ingress of Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza (HPAI) in the country especially in
Kerala, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh and Himachal Pradesh, the Directorate of Animal Husbandry &
Veterinary Services has issued an advisory for Preparedness, Control and Containment of Avian Influenza
which is caused by H5N8, an Influenza Type- A Virus, to the general public and District Officers of Animal
Husbandry & Veterinary Services for coordinated efforts and containment measures in the State.

1. Public are requested to report unusual sickness and mortality of poultry birds, ducks, pet birds to the
nearest Veterinary Health Centre.

2. Public are requested not to handle and consume such poultry birds/ducks which have died
suddenly. However, it is safe to consume healthy poultry birds/ducks/turkeys, etc.

3. Poultry owners are requested not to mix outside (unknown source) live poultry birds/ducks into
his/her stock to prevent transmission of diseases.

4. Poultry Entrepreneurs/Farmers/Business man, etc. importing eggs, day old chicks/ ducklings, live
birds/ducks, etc. into the State are requested to mandatorily produce the State of origin and refrain
fromimporting such stocks from diseased outbreak and its neighbouring States.

5. AllCVOs' are to issue 'Red Alert' notice to all Subordinate Officer, Field Officers, Staff and Village
Functionaries on the ingress of the disease in the country and impress upon strong disease
reporting system within respective district through education and communication campaign and
familiarise the public about the risk to avian and human population.

6. AllCVOs'are to coordinate with Environment, Forests & Climate Change Department on the status
of wild birds. Those CVOs' having water bodies in the district and being visited by migratory birds
needs to be extra vigilant.

7. AllCVOs' are to activate their existing Rapid Response Team (RRT) any changes required due to
transfer/retirement, the CVOs' are to reconstitute the Team. AllRRTs' are to have direct connection
with the grassroots level for two way communication.

8. All CVOs' are to contact the Control Room in the Directorate Office for Avian Influenza (HPAI)
related matters and also ELISA Laboratory, Kohima for further surveillance and sample collection.

Department as enshrined in the Disaster ManagementAct, 2005, Section 14(1).

PRE-MONSOON VACCINATION OF PIGS AGAINST CLASSICAL SWINE FEVER

The Directorate of Animal Husbandry & Veterinary Services has requested the piggery farmers in
the State to get their pigs (preferably the breeding stock) vaccinated against Classical Swine Fever as
prevention before the onset of summer from the nearest Veterinary Institutes since this disease is endemicin
Nagaland.

Further, all Chief Veterinary Officers have been requested to collect the vaccination cost, Classical
Swine Fever vaccine (1% Phase) procured under CSF-CP-2019-2020 (CSS 90%) and Classical Swine Fever
vaccine (2" Phase) procured under State Plan-2019-2020 from the Directorate Office during working hours.
Vaccination cost may be utilized for hiring of vehicle, procurement of vaccination tools, cottons, antiseptics,
contingencies, working lunch, etc. UC and expenditure statement should be submitted to Directorate Office
for record and vaccination may be carried out in 'ring or cluster' depending on the occurrence and
epidemiological pattern of the disease in respective districts. Due importance should be given in the border
areas and stock routes.

CM HOLDS JOINT MEETING SAYS GOOD NEIGHBOURLY RELATIONS
OF PARAMOUNT IMPORTANCE

Chief Minister of Nagaland, Neiphiu Rio
along with Advisor, Youth Resources & Sports, Zhale
Neikha, Advisor, Technical Education and Election,
Medo Yhokha, Chief Secretary, Director General of

Police, Home Commissioner and other senior
officers in the State Government had a joint meeting
on 8" January 2021 with the representatives from
Tenyimi Peoples' Organization (TPO), Angami




Public Organisation (APO), Southern Angami
Public Organisation (SAPO) and Southern Angami
Youth Organisation (SAYO) on matters relating to
the land issues and measures to control the wild fires
that have devastated the area in and around Dzilkou
Valley and Kezoltsa forest area.

The house was briefed on the current
situation regarding the forest fires, and the
tremendous efforts made for containing and dousing
the fires by various State and Central agencies along
with the volunteers of SAYO with the active support
from SAPO was appreciated by everyone.

The Tenyimi Peoples' Organization (TPO)
gave a brief report of the history of the problems in
these areas and mentioned that traditionally these
areas belong to the Tenyimia group of people who
were separated by the State boundaries of
Nagaland and Manipur. The TPO mentioned that
they are still striving very hard to resolve the land
disputes in the best interest of everyone through
arbitration and the final judgment is in an advanced
stage. The TPO also mentioned that the earlier
arbitration undertakings among the various groups
in the disputed area indicate that all the stakeholders
are against destruction of forest flora and fauna,
collection of forest produce, hunting and
construction of roads and they are in favour of
maintaining traditional boundaries and other rights
associated with it. Therefore they requested the
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Government of Nagaland to consider taking
appropriate measures only after the TPO delivers its
final judgment in the disputed area. In this regard,
the SAPO were also in full agreement with the views
expressed by TPO and they also felt that while the
Government of Nagaland and the Government of
Manipur may continue with their normal
governmental correspondences, it may be more
advisable to consider carrying out activities in the
disputed areas after the judgment of TPO. The
matter regarding having a suitable water body close
to the Dzilkou Valley for aiding firefighting efforts
was also discussed and the Chief Minister felt that
the departments concerned should start looking into
this matter seriously and come up with a proper plan
in this direction.

According to a release by the Press &
Media Cell of the CMO, the CM was of the opinion
that good neighbourly relation between the State of
Nagaland and Manipur is of paramount importance
for overall development and that the TPO and SAPO
should make all out effort to arrive at an amicable
settlement of the disputed area. The CM also
mentioned that from now onwards various agencies
in the State which are dealing with fire related
incidents should work out a proper plan to handle
wild forest fires and such plans should include
incorporation of both traditional and modern
methods.

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A coordination cum de-briefing meeting
was held in connection with Dzlikou forest fire
under the chairmanship of Home Commissioner,
Nagaland, Abhijit Sinha, IAS in his Office Chamber
on 11" January 2021. The meeting was attended
by Commandant, NDRF, Rajesh Thakur; Deputy
Commissioner, Kohima, Mohammed Ali Shihab A;
Superintendent of Police, Kohima, Manoj Kumar;
DFO, Kohima, Raj Kumar and Additional Deputy
Commissioner, Kohima, Lithrongla Tongpi Rutsa.

The meeting reviewed the entire operation
of Dz(ikou forest fire which have been extinguished
and it appreciated all the concerned agencies for
assisting in dousing the Dziikou forest fire. The
meeting further decided that since there is no fresh
fire reported from anywhere in the valley by both the
ground and air teams, it was decided to request for
giving instructions for de-inducting all the IAF
helicopters deployed for dousing the fires.

The meeting also decided that de-induction
of five NDRF teams deployed at base camp will be
carried out w.e.f 12" January 2021. It was also
decided that DEF, Kohima, Environment Forests &
Climate Change Department and Southern Angami
Youth Organisation volunteers will further be
stationed at the base camp to keep watch and
monitor the status for few days.

SDO, Kohima, Daniel Angami from
Dzilkou base camp reported that de-induction of
ground operation team was conducted at the base
camp on 11" January 2021. The India Air Force
(IAF) has airlifted the fire fighting equipments of
NDRF and SDRF stationed at Dzlikou base camp
to Jakhama Military Helipad. The fire fighting
equipments included NDRF tents, fire fighting
suits, batteries and State Forces equipments
included two generators, NSDMA lighting tower
and batteries.

- STF HOLDS MEETING ON COVID -19 VACCINE -

The State Task Force (STF) held its second
meeting on COVID-19 vaccine, under the
chairmanship of Principal Secretary, Health &
Family Welfare, Amardeep Singh Bhatia, at the
Directorate of Health & Family Welfare, Kohima on
12" January 2021.

Chairman, STF in his opening remarked
stated that the roll out of COVID-19 vaccination is
scheduled from 16" January 2021 for which all
preparations are on track. He informed that the
vaccination in Nagaland will be in phase wise and in
this regard he urged all the concerned departments
to actively participate in the vaccination drive and
also to disseminate clear instructions in all the
districts.

The Chairman also said that for the
vaccination of prioritized beneficiaries in the initial

19 vaccination.

[ STEERING COMMITTEE FOR COVID -19 VACCINE MEETING HELD ]

The second meeting of the State Steering
Committee for COVID -19 Vaccine under the

Chairmanship of the Chief Secretary, Nagaland was
held on 13" January 2021 at the Civil Secretariat's



Conference Hall, Kohima.

Principal Secretary, Health & Family
Welfare, Amardeep Singh Bhatia, IAS stated that the
Central Government has supplied 26,500 COVID-19
vaccines which will be administered to Central and
State health workers and the State police. The
vaccination drive will begin on 16" January 2021
which will be followed by the second and third phase.

Bhatia informed that the vaccine will be
delivered shortly and all elaborate arrangements
have been made for transportation to all districts of
the State. He also briefed the meeting that the first
phase session sites have been arranged and are
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ready. He also informed that the vaccine will be
administered in two doses and will take effect only
after 14 days after the second dose. He stated that
people will need to keep following the COVID-19
appropriate behaviour till the period is completed.

The Principal Secretary also called for the
cooperation and support from the various
departments of the State Government machinery
once the vaccinations starts in the State. He also
called for carrying out awareness information and
programmes across the State to curb the menace of
fake news and rumours related to the COVID-19
vaccine.

PS, H&FW KICKS-OFF COVID-19 VACCINE

Principal Secretary (PS), Health & Family
Welfare (H&FW), Amardeep Singh Bhatia flagged-
off the COVID-19 vaccines on 14" January 2021 at
the Directorate of H&FW, Kohima.

The PS highlighted that, 26,500 dosage of
vaccine has been received and will be dispatched to
9 sites on the inauguration day on 16"January by the
Chief Minister while other two districts have been
dispatched on 14" January 2021. The 26,500
dosage are for around 12,000 beneficiaries for the
first phase which will be covering healthcare workers
in healthcare facility.

Bhatia stated that lots of preparations have
gone into COVID-19 vaccination programmes at the

sites and has been selected very carefully as per the
guidelines given by the Government of India. Also a
team consisting of five officers have been trained for
the vaccination and either ENM or DNM will be given
the injection which is intermuscular.

Bhatia, informed that the beneficiaries list
are already uploaded in COVIN software which is
developed by Gol and beneficiaries will be selected
as session planning in each of the districts and will
be closely monitored and ensure that security is
deployed in each of the sites so that there is little
wastage of vaccine during the dispatch. Two
vaccines, Covishield and Covaxin has been
approved and on 14" January 2021, Covaxin

+YVARRIOR - 13
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vaccine has been received, which is a product of
collaboration between Oxford AstraZeneca and
Serum Institute of India, he added.

Director, H&FW and officials of NIDA, also
highlighted on the acute shortage of doctors and
he said that judging by the response of recent
recruitment of doctors, there is insufficient doctors
available for employment for the next few years
which will have severe impact on the delivery of
health services. He also pointed on the topic of

enhancing superannuation age to 65 and remove
the existing 35 years length of service of doctors.
Enhancement of superannuation age has been
implemented all over the country including North-
East except Meghalaya and Nagaland but so far
no action have been taken. NIDA has submitted a
representation for enhancement of
superannuation age of doctors and the sub-
committee is yet to submit its report till date, he
stated.

MEDIA WORKSHOP ON COVID-19 VACCINATION

Directorate of Health & Family Welfare
(H&FW) organized a media sensitization workshop
on COVID-19 vaccination at Hotel Vivor, Kohima on
14" January 2021.

Principal Director, H&FW, Dr. Vizolie
Suokhrie informed that the State vaccination
programme will be launched on 16" January 2021 in
all the districts except for Kiphire, Longleng and
Noklak, where it will be launched subsequently. He
said that the vaccination process will be in 4 (four)
phases, where in the first phase, health workers in
health units will be vaccinated. Frontline workers
and people above the age of 50 will be vaccinated in
the second and third phase respectively. In the third
phase, people between the age of 18 and 50 with co-
morbidity issues will be vaccinated adding that
vaccination in the first and second phase will be free
of cost.

Dr. Suokhrie appealed to the public not to
give in to the various misconceptions and myths
regarding the vaccination. He said that the COVID-
19 vaccines are thoroughly tested, where safety and
efficacy are the given priority. Dr. Suokhrie reiterated
that the COVID-19 pandemic is not over yet and
asked people to observe appropriate COVID-19
behaviour even after they are vaccinated. He also
expressed concern of spike in COVID-19 cases after
the festive season is over. However, he assured that
the departmentis fully prepared if such case arises.

Dr. Longri Kichu presenting a PowerPoint
on the 'role of media and vaccine confidence in the

community,' said media will play a critical role in
creating and influencing perception across the wider
public during the COVID-19 vaccination roll out and
post vaccine introduction. He highlighted the
importance of providing correct, transparent and
consistent information on COVID-19 vaccine and to
forward correct and authentic news to the public only
after validation with website like WHO, UNICEF,
MoH&FW, ICMR, CDC, CMO, H&FW Department,
etc. He further urged the media to portray positive
articles and news on COVID-19 vaccine so that
vaccine confidence will increase among the general
public.

Also on vaccine campaign strategy, Dr.
Longri said that the overall COVID-19 vaccination
campaign will be monitored at the National level by
National Expert Group on Vaccine Administration for
COVID-19 (NEGVAC). He also said that the States
however will have three levels headed by the State
Steering Committee, State Task force and State
Control Room at the State level, District Task Force,
Urban Task Force and District Control Room at the
district level and lastly the Block Task Force and
Block Control Room at the block level. The State
Steering Committee will be chaired by the Chief
Secretary of the State and the State Task Force by
the Principal Secretary, H&FW. He stated that the
vaccine will be rolled out in a number of phases in
Nagaland and in the first phase, plans to immunize
36,845 people who are registered healthcare
workers and frontline workers.

Drugs Controller General of India. Nagaland has
received a total of 26,500 doses of the Covishield
vaccine in the first phase and that the vaccine is
efficient in about 70% clinical trials and indicated
good level of immune and antibodies against
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COVID-19 and also against the new strength of
virus. He also informed that the COVID-19
vaccination taken by the government agencies will
also be soon taken up by the private agencies.

The CM said that he had called upon his
parliamentary colleagues and MLAs to reach out to
the people to spread awareness and information
about the COVID-19 vaccine and also called upon
the health workers, leaders of different organisations
and the media to do the same by assuring them that
the vaccination is safe and effective and not to be

misled by the rumours surrounding the vaccines on
social media. The CM also inaugurated the COVID-
19 Vaccination Booth located at NHAK where health
workers were the first batch of beneficiaries to
receive the vaccine.

The programme was chaired by Mission

- COVID-19 VACCINATION LAUNCHED ACROSS THE STATE -

KOHIMA:

Chief Minister, Neiphiu Rio launched the
COVID-19 vaccination at Naga Hospital Authority
Kohima (NHAK) on 16" January 2021.

District Immunization Officer, Dr. Rupert
informed that under urban areas in Kohima district, a
total of twentyone (21) sites, 16 at Government
Health Facilities and five (5) at private health
facilities have been set up for vaccination sessions.
Government session sites include NHAK, Urban
Primary Health Centres (UPHCs), Seikhazou and
UPHC Potterlane, while Primary Health Centres
(PHCs) included Bethel Medical Centre, KOHIMAS,
K. P.Bethesda, Oking and Putuonuo Nursing Home.

In the first phase, a total number of 3,068
beneficiaries from the Health Care Workers (HCWs)
have been registered for the vaccination in district.

A total number of 5,240 Covishield vaccine
doses, which includes second dose also for the first
phase have been received for Kohima district.

As per the guidelines from the Central, the
session sites will be equipped with five team
members composed of four Vaccinator Officers with
defined roles and one Vaccinator Officer if the
session load is 100-200 while additional team will be
deployed if the session load is beyond 200. The
vaccination session sites to have three separate
rooms, which includes waiting room, vaccination
room and observation.

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- COVID-19 VACCINATION ON 19™ JANUARY 2020 -

State Immunisation Officer &
Spokesperson for COVID-19 vaccination, Dr. Ritu
Thurr has informed that 1,415 healthcare workers
including doctors, nurses and support staff were
vaccinated on 19" January 2021 with the Covishield
vaccine across all districts. The vaccination was
conducted across 36 selected sites including private
hospitals. Healthcare workers from both public and
private facilities were vaccinated without any
reported adverse events. As on 19" January 2021,
2,873 healthcare workers have been vaccinated.

All vaccinated healthcare workers will
receive the subsequent second dose after 28 days
and COVID- 19 appropriate behaviours will be

strictly maintained even after the vaccination. The
first phase of vaccination is reserved only for pre-
registered healthcare workers as they are at the
highest risk of infection and also to reduce
transmission to patients when caring for them. Al
vaccination sites are entered in CoWIN portal and all
beneficiaries are verified with photo identity card
before receiving the vaccine.

The Covishield vaccine has undergone all
pre-clinical and clinical trials and is safe for use in the
general population. Citizens are urged to support
this vaccination drive along with all COVID-19
appropriate safety measures as vaccines are the
safest way for us to go back to our normal lives.

Addressing the people on the occasion of
the 72" Republic Day celebrations at the Secretariat
Plaza, Kohima, the Governor of Nagaland, R. N.
Ravi expressed gratitude to the founding fathers
whose sacrifices, sweat and blood created the
Republic of India and also paid tribute to the
founding fathers of Nagaland for constitutionally
safeguarding the Nagas way of life, their land and
resources.

For the last one year, the whole world has
been suffering from the global pandemic -COVID-
19. India also has suffered. However, India has
defied experts initial predictions of unimaginably
high scale of deaths and destruction likely to be
caused by the pandemic. We are grateful to our
COVID warriors - doctors, nurses and other frontline
workers who have been risking their lives to save the
countrymen, the Governor said, further stating that
the global community acknowledges India as the
most successful story in handling the COVID-19
pandemic.

In the last one year, the Governor said that
India has taken enormous leaps in capacity building
so much so that from scratch, the country today is an
exporter of life saving kits and drugs, like PPE,
ventilators and medicines to other needy countries.

Along with the rest of the country, the
Governor said that Nagaland also has been moving
forward and contributing to the building of an

Atmanirbhar Bharat. Nagaland has faced the
COVID-19 challenges with remarkable resilience
and confidence. From no-testing lab, when we had
to send our suspect samples to the labs in
neighbouring States, the State has built 3 testing
labs within a record time and upgraded the
capacities of our hospitals. Our frontline COVID
warriors including doctors, nurses, Safai
Karamcharis, police personnel, SDRF and NDRF
teams, Village Guards, sanitation workers in Urban
Local Bodies, transport workers operating the buses
carrying the returnees, those managing the
quarantine centres, District Task Force Protection,
Nagaland Red Cross Volunteers and civil society
organisations did excellent work in our collective
fight against the pandemic, saving lives. The State
has started vaccination of more than 19,000 health
workers of the State against COVID- 19 to be
followed by vaccination of about 30,000 other
frontline workers - police, home guards, disaster
management, prison department personnel, etc.
and in the third phase it is proposed to vaccinate
over 3.4 lakh people of the age of 50 years and
above. However, we must continue to adhere to the
COVID-19 protocols in our daily life in the form of
wearing masks, maintaining social distance, regular
hand washing and following all the other related
guidelines, he stated.

Highlighting on the activities of the
Government, the Governor said that the Department
of Agriculture is giving emphasis on organic farming
which would not only fetch premium price for the
produce to the farmers but also provide healthy and
nutritious food to our people. Organic certification
has been carried out by OneCert International under
MOVCD-NER and till date an area of 13,000 ha has
already been certified in the State.

The Department of Horticulture has chalked
out an economic development roadmap for the
horticulture sector, wherein the key highlights are
the development of 100 vegetable villages for



10,0000 households, strengthening of the post
harvest and value addition infrastructures for fruits
and vegetables and promotion of mushroom
cultivation apart from other activities.

The Department of Land Resources during
2020-2021 under the Rubber Development Scheme
distributed 215 No. of rubber sheet rollers to rubber
growers in the State catering to an area of 643 ha of
rubber plantation which have attained tappable
stage. A cumulative area of 1000 ha has been
brought under coffee plantation. In 409 project
villages, kitchen garden based on permaculture
design has been introduced.

The Department of Animal Husbandry &
Veterinary Services has distributed approximately
80,000 Low Input Technology chicks and 1000
weaner pigs to the farmers to help mitigate shortage
of rearing stock due to the pandemic.

The Department of Water Resources during
2020-21 is taking up 262 units of Groundwater
Irrigation under PMKSY- HKKP (IC& GW) at an
estimated cost of Rs. 18.06 crores to cover a CCA of
667.75 ha. This scheme is to be implemented in 5
(five) districts Dimapur, Mokokchung, Peren, Mon,
and Wokha.

The Department of Environment, Forests &
Climate Change, in partnership with Japan
International Development Agency, is implementing
the Nagaland Forest Management Project in 185
villages. The Urban Development Department under
Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban
Transformation (AMRUT) has taken up 27
infrastructure projects in two AMRUT towns -
Kohima and Dimapur to be completed by the end of
2020-2021. During Swachh Survekshan 2020, three
Urban Local Bodies from Nagaland viz.
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Mokokchung, Chumukedima and Pfutsero bagged
awards in respective categories from North East
Zone.

The Department of Underdeveloped Areas
(DUDA) is taking up programmes on infrastructure
development, education, healthcare, livelihood and
economic development in the backward areas
during 2020-2021 through the implementation of
Underdeveloped Areas Program (UDAP) with an
annual outlay of Rs. 17.85 crores and Border Area
Development Program (BADP) with an annual
outlay of Rs. 11.20 crores.

School Education has taken initiatives for
ensuring the process of Continuous Learning in all
government schools. The department has launched
Online Teachers' Transfer to ensure transparency in
the system.

The Technical Education sector got a boost
with the building inauguration of Government
Polytechnic Aboi, Mon, on 27" December 2020 by
the Chief Minister, Neiphiu Rio.

Noklak district which became operational
since August of last year was formally inaugurated
on 20" January 2021 and became the 12" district of
the State. The State has not seen any major eruption
oflaw and order problem for some time.

For accelerated infrastructure development
in Nagaland, the Ministry of Road Transport &
Highways has taken up building 952 Km road at the
costofRs. 10,972 crores. The work is in progress. The
Ministry of Railways is bringing rail connectivity near
the State capital by investing Rs. 7,114.55 crores in
building Dhansiripar-Zubza railway line.

I STATE LEVEL MEETING REVIEWS COVID-19 VACCINATION AND NID FOR POLIO

In review of the COVID-19 vaccination and
upcoming National Immunization Day (NID) for
polio, a State Task Force meeting was held at IDSP,
Conference Hall, Directorate of Health & Family
Welfare (H&FW) Kohima on 28" January 2021
under the chairmanship of Principal Secretary,
H&FW. Senior officials from Department of H&FW,
Social Welfare along with State level development
partners from WHO, UNICEF and UNDP attended
the meeting.

Dr. Ritu Thurr, SIO, highlighted on the
ongoing COVID-19 vaccmatlon campaign, where he
informed that, as of 28" January 2021, overall total
beneficiaries registered is 70,274 and for State
healthcare workers, total beneficiaries is 20,692 .
Registered beneficiaries as of Ministry of Home
Affairs is 48,170. Beneficiaries vaccinated for first
dose is 5,773. He further added that, first dose of
vaccination will be till 24" February 2021.

Senior Medical Officer, WHO, Dr. Sheilla
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Longkumer, stated that the State is ready to start 3
days campaign with a target of 1,51,000 and 80%
coverage with children below 5 years. During the 3
days campaign, Monday and Tuesday will be house
to house, while Sunday will be open for those who
could not get vaccinated on those two days. IMI 3.0
will be carried out in all districts except Longleng. IMI
3.0 is a special immunisation drive to vaccinate
missed out and left out children in hard to reach
areas of the districts, she added.

During the meeting it was decided that
sensitization of Angawadi's and ASHA for COVID-19
vaccination will be done urgently to address the
coverage through VC with CHOs to motivate all

ASHAs and AWWs, and parallel sensitization will be
done through CMQO's Office and Social Welfare
department.

Specific instructions regarding IMI will be given
to all districts, where CMO will lead and give specific
help to the immunization team, pooled from other
vertical programmes.

It was also decided that the next step for
vaccinating frontline workers will be coordinated
with all allied departments through the DTF, as the
H&FW department will not be able to handle the
surge. The DC and the DTFs will be leading the
districts in registration and successfully carrying out
the vaccination of all frontline workers.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ON COVID-19 VACCINE

Question

1.

Will COVID-19 vaccine be given to
everyone simultaneously?

Based on the potential availability of vaccines
the Government of India has selected the
priority groups who will be vaccinated on
priority as they are at higher risk.

The first group includes healthcare
and frontline workers. The second group to
receive COVID-19 vaccine will be persons
over 50 years of age and persons under 50
years with comorbid conditions.

Is it mandatory to take the vaccine?
Vaccination for COVID-19 is voluntary.
However, it is advisable to receive the
complete schedule of COVID-19 vaccine for
protecting one-self against this disease and
also to limit the spread of this disease to the
close contacts including family members,
friends, relatives and co-workers.

Will the vaccine be safe as it is being
tested and introduced in a short span of
time?

Vaccines will be introduced in the country
only after the regulatory bodies clear it based
onits safety and efficacy.

Can a person presently having COVID-19
(confirmed or suspected) infection be
vaccinated?

These people may increase the risk of
spreading the same to others at vaccination
site. For this reason, infected individuals
should defer vaccination for 14 days after
symptoms resolution.

Is it necessary for a COVID-19 recovered
person to take the vaccine?

Yes, it is advisable to receive complete
schedule of COVID vaccine irrespective of
past history of infection with COVID-19.This
will help in developing a strong immune
response against the disease.

6.

Out of the multiple vaccines available,
how is one or more vaccine chosen for
administration?

The safety and efficacy data from clinical
trials of vaccine candidates are examined by
Drug Regulator of our country before
granting the license for the same. Hence,
all the COVID-19 vaccines that receive
license will have comparable safety and
efficacy.

However, it must be ensured that
the entire schedule of vaccination is
completed by only one type of vaccine as
different COVID-19 vaccines are not
interchangeable.

Will the vaccine introduced in India be as
effective as the ones introduced in other
countries?

Yes. The COVID-19 vaccine introduced in
India will be as effective as any vaccine
developed by other countries. Various
phases of vaccine trials are undertaken to
ensure its safety and efficacy.

Can a person get the COVID-19 vaccine
without registration with Health & Family
Welfare Department?

No, registration of beneficiary is mandatory
for vaccination for COVID-19. Only after
registration the information on the session
site to visit and time will be shared with the
beneficiary.

What documents are required for
registration of eligible beneficiary?

Any of the mentioned ID with Photo - Aadhar
Card, Driving License, Health Insurance
Smart Card , MGNREGA Job Card, Official
ldentity Cards issued to MPs/MLAS/MLCs,
PAN Card, Passbooks issued by Bank/Post
Office, Passport, Pension Document,
Service Identity Card, Voter ID, Smart Card
issued by RGlunder NPR.

Will a Photo/ID be required at the time of
registration/session site?

Photo ID is a must for both registration and
verification of beneficiary at session site to
ensure that the intended person is
vaccinated.

How will the beneficiary receive infor-
mation about due date of vaccination ?
Following online registration, beneficiary will
receive SMS on their registered mobile
number on the due date, place and time of
vaccination.

Will vaccinated beneficiaries receive
information on the status of their
vaccination after completion?

Yes. On getting due dose of COVID-19
vaccines, the beneficiary will receive SMS on
their registered mobile number. After all
doses of vaccine are administered, a QR
code based certificate will also be sent to the
registered mobile number of the beneficiary.
If one is taking medicines forillnesses like
Cancer, Diabetes, Hypertension, etc., can
she/he take the COVID-19 vaccine?

Yes, Persons with one or more of these
comorbid conditions are considered high risk
category. They need to get COVID-19
vaccinations.

Are there any preventive measures and
precautions that one needs to follow at
the session site?

We request you to rest at the Vaccination
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Centre for at least half an hour after taking
the COVID-19 vaccine. Inform the nearest
health authorities/ANM/ASHA in case you
feel any discomfort or uneasiness
subsequently. Remember to continue
following key COVID Appropriate
Behaviours like wearing of mask,
maintaining hand sanitization and physical
distance (or 6 feet).

15.  Whatabout the possible side-effects from

COVID-19 vaccine?
COVID-19 vaccine will be introduced only
when the safety is proven. As is true for other
vaccines, the common side effects in some
individuals could be mild fever, pain, etc. at
the site of injection.

States have been asked to start
making arrangements to deal with any
COVID-19 vaccine-related side-effects as
one of the measures towards safe vaccine
delivery among masses.

16. How many doses of the vaccine would
have to be taken by me and at what
interval?

Two doses of vaccine, 28 days apart, need to
be taken by an individual to complete the
vaccination schedule.

17. When would antibodies develop? After
taking first dose, after taking second
dose or much later?

Protective levels of antibodies are generally
developed two weeks after receiving the
second dose of COVID-19vaccine.

BETI BACHAO, BETI PADHAO

Beti Bachao Beti Padhao (Save the Girl

Child, Educate the Girl Child) is a scheme by the
Government of India aimed at ensuring survival,
protection, education and participation of the girl
child. It was launched on 13th October 2015 in
Nagaland by the then Chief Minister, T. R. Zeliang.
The Nagaland State Social Welfare Board is the

implementing agency of BBBP State level and the
State Resource Centre for Women (SRCW) is the
Project Management Unit (PMU). At the district level
it is implemented by the District Administration
through the District Level Centre for Women, Mahila
Shakti Kendra in the Multi-Sectoral Action districts -
Mon, Wokha, Mokokchung, Peren, Phek, Longleng
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and Tuensang, and Advocacy and Media Plan

districts- Kohima, Zunheboto, Dimapur and Kiphire.
Right to Education is recognized as a basic

human right by the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights. Article 45 of the Indian Constitution also
recognizes the right to free and compulsory
education upto the age of 14 years. According to
the 2011 census, the literacy rate for Nagaland is
79.55% and the literacy rate for females and males
are 76.11% and 82.75% respectively. These
statistics shows that male literacy rates are higher
as compared to females, one of the primary factors
attributing to this is, because, females are
regarded as temporary members of the family,
hence, investment in girls are seen as
unnecessary. On account of this, particularly in the
rural areas, parents prefer to send their male
children to private schools which are deemed to
provide quality education while the female children
are sent to government schools which provide free
schooling but are often limited by infrastructure

and resources.
Being denied quality education, most girls

often drop out of school at a young age, further
leading to the subordination of their role in the family
and in the society. To empower these girls, focus is
given on skill development, whereby, this would
enable economic participation and empowerment.
The very core of the BBBP scheme is aimed at
providing a better quality of life for the girl child and it
is through education or vocational training that this

objective can be effectively achieved.
Various studies have shown that providing

quality education and skill development training to
girls help in the overall development of the society at
large and the nation in general. As it will not only help
in procuring employment leading to financial
independence but it would also lead to participation
in the public sphere which in turn will raise their
status in the family and in the society as well. As per
the report of the 'Annual Employment Review: 2019-
2020" by the Directorate of Employment, Skill
Development & Entrepreneurship, Nagaland, the
following statistics are given in regard to the
employment of Naga women in the public and
private sector.
