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launcHInG of a cHaTboT for sPecIfIc learnInG DIsabIlITIes (slDs)
The Nagaland Board of School Education (NBSE) is launching a chatbot, an online tool, for Specific 

Learning Disabilities (SLDs) on its website in partnership with ChangeInkk Foundation in Delhi. The chatbot 
can be accessed at https://nbsenl.edu.in and will help parents and teachers with answers to commonly asked 
questions on SLDs.

In India, both the New Education Policy 2020 (NEP 2020) & the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (RPwD) 
Act 2016 recognize SLDs and stress the importance of creating inclusive education for this population. The RPwD 
Act 2016 defines inclusive education as a ‘system of education wherein students with and without disabilities learn 
together and the system of teaching and learning is suitably adapted to meet the learning needs of different types of 
students with disabilities.’ NBSE is committed to supporting individuals with disabilities to receive the right accom-
modations for various state-conducted examinations. They have already issued a notification elucidating guidelines 
on accommodations and requirements to include students with SLDs at the school level, available at https://nbsenl.
edu.in/cms/document/174/notifications

SLDs recognize the differences in the way people’s brain function, process information, and learn. 
They include Dyslexia, Dyscalculia, Dysgraphia, along with Dyspraxia. Individuals with SLDs have aver-
age or above average IQs, but struggle with processing language, spoken or written, that may manifest 
itself as difficulty to comprehend, speak, read, write, spell, or do mathematical calculations. Nearly 5-15% 
of children struggle with SLDs in India. The actual extent is not known, due to lack of awareness and low 
levels of formal diagnosis (especially in local languages) in our country. As per global estimates, it could 
be as high as 1 in 5 students. This means that over 150 million individuals including 35 million school-aged 
children in India are affected by SLDs.

ChangeInkk Foundation is a nonprofit committed to creating pathways of success for neurodiverse indi-
viduals from cradle to career, in particular, those with SLDs by enabling an inclusive ecosystem. It is doing the 
path-breaking work of bridging the massive awareness gap to support people with SLDs in India.

The main function of the Commission is to monitor and evaluate the implementation of the NFSA-2013 
in the State and advise the Government, their agencies and NGOs involved in the implementation of food and 
nutrition related schemes. The SFC will also either suo-moto or on receipt of complaints inquire into the violation 
of the entitlement under such schemes.  Complaints and grievances by beneficiaries can be addressed either 
directly to the Commission or to the District Grievance Redressal Officer (ADC Headquarter of the District).

nbse InforMs InsTITuTIons To MaXIMIse enrolMenT of younG elecTors
The Nagaland Board of School Education has informed that the Election Commission of India has issued 

instructions to maximize the enrolment of young/prospective electors from the campuses through active partic-
ipation of educational institutions, the details of which are given below: 
1. The electoral rolls are prepared and revised, subject to the overall superintendence, direction, and control 

of the Election Commission of India under Article 324 of the Constitution, in accordance with the provisions 
of the Representation of Peoples Act, 1950, and Registration of Electors Rules, 1960.

2. The Election Commission of India has always been committed to conducting a free, fair, and inclusive 
election, for which an error-free and updated electoral roll is a prerequisite. The electoral roll is updated 
regularly through the Annual Summary Revision and continuous updation, wherein special focus is given 
to the registration of new/prospective electors, who are/would be eligible for registration in the electoral roll.

3. Earlier, the registration in electoral roll was done with respect to one qualifying date, i.e. 1st January of 
the coming year. However, with the recent change in the registration process, provision of four qualifying 
dates has been introduced, i.e., 1st January, 1st April, 1st July and 1st October of the year in which the final 
publication of the electoral roll is done. The said provisions have enabled more prospective electors to 
submit advance applications/claims for registration in Form-6, upon the draft publication of the electoral roll, 
usually done in November every year.

4. The registration of new/prospective electors has always been a challenging task, and in spite of the Com-
mission’s consistent efforts for encouraging and increasing enrolment in the 18-19 age group, there has 
always been a shortfall in the registration number. As the majority of such prospective electors are part 
of the educational institutes, the Commission feels that registration of young/prospective electors can be 
maximized through active participation of educational institutions by providing:

(a) A dedicated space on institution’s websites where a link for ‘registration of new voters’ along with aware-
ness slogans may be given, to encourage the students for their registration as electors; this link would direct 
the applicant to Form-6 ‘Registration of New Voter’ on NVSP portal.

(b) A field embedded towards the end of the registration/examination form with the tagline ‘application form to 
be a new voter.’ A click on the same would direct the applicant to Form-6 ‘Registration of New Voter’ on the 
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NVSP portal, by hyperlinking the tagline with the portal.
All the Heads of Institutions have been requested to take note and facilitate prospective students to register 

in the electoral roll. 

MeDIcal reIMburseMenT To be DIsconTInueD

The State Government implemented the Chief Minister’s Health Insurance Scheme (CMHIS) by extending 
Health Insurance to all State Government employees and their dependents on 1st October 2022.

As per Government letter No HFW-7/B-15/2019/329 Dated 2nd December 2022, all Outside State Treat-
ment & Medical Reimbursement systems for Government servants will be discontinued immediately. However, 
ongoing treatment/under treatment may continue till discharged, subject to settlement of medical reimburse-
ment bill within six months w.e.f 1st October 2022. This notification is for information and necessary action.

The programme was led by Dr. Keviletsu 
Khate, Senior Scientist & Head, KVK, Mokokchung 
as chairperson. Dr. Khate while conveying a 
welcome speech briefed the participants on the 
significance of observing World Soil Day where 
it aims to create awareness of the importance 
of maintaining healthy ecosystems and human 
well-being by addressing the growing challenges 
in soil management, increasing soil awareness, 
and encouraging societies to improve soil health. 

In his keynote address District Soil 
Conservation Officer, Mokokchung, 
Ruokuosietuo Dzuvichu stated that World Soil 
Day is observed annually on 5th December ever 
since it was recommended by the International 
Union of Soil Sciences (IUSS) in 2002, as a 
means to focus attention on the importance of 
healthy soil and to advocate for the sustainable 
management of soil resources. Over the years, 
soil degradation is posing a serious threat to 

food security and environmental quality, that is 
caused by unsustainable agricultural practices, 
rapid urbanization, industrialization, commercial 
pollution, overgrazing, and long–term climate 
changes.

Ruokuosietuo mentioned that it is easy to 
destroy soil and its fertility within a short time but 
very difficult to regain them back to normal and 
will take 200-400 years to form 1 cm of soil. From 
this perspective, it has become imperative for all 
mankind to understand the importance of soil 
and take an individual and social responsibility 
to nurture them. 

Topic on the importance of soil testing and 
Soil Health Card and proper management of soil 
with the use of organic manures and biofertilizers 
was delivered by Yimkum Kichu, AO, Agriculture 
Department, Mokokchung. PowerPoint on 
the production and application of various 
organic manures was presented by Imtisenla, 
ACTO Agronomy, KVK, Mokokchung. While, 
presentation on the importance of Agromet from 
the perspective of agriculture was delivered by

a review meeting of the implementation of the chief Minister’s Micro-finance Initiative scheme was held in the 
conference Hall of the chief secretary on 8th December 2022.

A review meeting of the implementation 
of the Chief Minister’s Micro-Finance Initiative 
(CMMFI) Scheme was held on 8th December 
2022 in the Conference Hall of the Chief 
Secretary. The meeting was chaired by J. Alam, 
IAS, Chief Secretary, along with senior officials 
from the State Government and the Bank. The 
Deputy Commissioner who is the Chairman of the 

District Level Implementation-cum-Monitoring 
Committee (DLIMC) attended, along with the 
members through a video conference. 

Issues pertaining to the implementation 
of the CMMFI scheme were discussed during 
the meeting. The Chief Secretary apprised that 
the CMMFI scheme is one of the two flagship 
programmes launched by the State Government 
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in addition to the Chief Minister’s Health 
Insurance Scheme (CMHIS) and therefore, 
asked all the Deputy Commissioners to give 
it their top priority and lead from the front with 
regard to its implementation. He asked the 
Deputy Commissioners to conduct awareness 
programmes in their respective district by the 
15th of December 2022. He appreciated Wokha 
district for the proactive role played in creating 
awareness and receiving applications for 
scrutinizing and approval. He encouraged the 
other districts to follow suit and also create a 
District Facilitation Centre with members drawn 
from the Agri & Allied Departments in the district 
in order to expedite the implementation of the 
scheme.

The Development Commissioner, Amardeep 
S Bhatia, IAS also highlighted the Chief 
Minister’s Health Insurance Scheme (CMHIS) 
and asked the Deputy Commissioners to ensure 
the saturation of registration of all government 
employees and public under the health insurance 
scheme so that health cards can be issued to all 
before the election process starts.

Further, the APC, Y. Kikheto Sema, IAS 
reiterated that the Chief Minister’s Micro-Finance 
Initiative (CMMFI) scheme is a first-of-its-kind 

scheme in the State where the loan component 
is 60% to be provided by the banks and the 
State Government will provide 30% of the total 
project cost as a back-ended subsidy and the 
beneficiary will have to contribute just 10% of the 
project cost. In addition, KCC holders will have 
the additional benefit of a 4% interest subvention 
by the State Government. He also stated that the 
total cost of the CMMFI scheme would be around 
`217 crore, out of which `65 crore is subsidy 
from the State Government, `130 crore from the 
Bank, and `22 crore as beneficiary contribution. 
The CMMFI is expected to generate employment 
opportunities for about 1500 unemployed youths/
entrepreneurs.

The Deputy Commissioners assured that 
they would organize awareness campaigns 
before 15th December 2022 and give maximum 
efforts for the success of the State Flagship 
programme.

The Chief Secretary also directed the Lead 
Bank to issue fresh directives to all the bank 
branches regarding their role and responsibility 
in the implementation of the CMMFI scheme so 
as to ensure the timely dispersal of loans to the 
beneficiaries.

an adult family 
member as a nominee 
instead of a child to 
avoid difficulties in 
claiming the benefits. 
He said that the 
Welfare Board has 
been in existence for 

almost 10 years, and expressed hope that more 
awareness and information will be disseminated 
so that the percentage of registration of workers 
increase in the days to come.

The NBOCWWB provides benefits and 
schemes such as Tool Grant, Insurance 
Coverage, Medical Assistance, Education 
Scholarship, Maternity Benefits. To avail of the 
scheme, one has to be (1) Workers engaged 
in building and other construction workers (e.g. 
Mason, Plumber, Carpenter, Electrician, Painter, 
Driver, Operator, and Helper of construction 
machinery, etc. (2) Workers above 18 years and 
below 60 years. On verification and approval 
of membership by the competent authority, a 
beneficiary is registered and issued Identity 
Card and Unique Registration Number. Welfare 
benefits involving money are all direct beneficiary 
transfers and there are no cash hand-outs.  
One can download or collect Application Form 
XXVII and submit it to the designated district-
level Assistant Labour Commissioner Office or 
NBOCWWB Office or its Field Administrative 
Officer(s).

With 
an increase in data and information, the NSDMIS 
will become a crucial decision support tool for 
the key decision makers. In that, the NSDMA will 
move a step closer to realizing its vision to make 
Nagaland a disaster-resilient State.

The Hornbill Festival was first started in the year

Kohima. His most notable works include the 
coffee table book titled ‘Where Warriors Waltz- 
Festivals of Nagaland’ and he is also the 
designer of the official logo of the Government 
of Nagaland.

HIPFEST over the years have become an 
integral part of the Hornbill Festival and has 
been instrumental in promoting photography in 
the State and has managed to provide a platform 
for many up-and-coming photographers to

talents. Out of all the positives of HIPFEST the

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technology. Jan takes his photographs using 
the age-old ‘wet plate collodion’ process which 
was invented in 1851, by Frederic Archer and is 
one of the oldest photography techniques. He 
also uses a 70-year-old large-format camera for 
capturing his photographs.

The Department of Information & Public 
Relations co-ordinated with Jan Skwara during 
his stay in Nagaland and provided logistical 
help by providing space for him to set up his 
dark room at the Naga Heritage Village, Kisama 
where he has been documenting our Naga 
culture. Talking about the Hornbill Festival, Jan 
said that he enjoyed being here at the Festival 
and mentioned that it was a great idea to bring all 
the tribes together in one place to showcase the 
diverse culture and traditions to the thousands of 
tourists who have come to witness the Hornbill 
Festival. He further stressed that the Festival 
is an excellent way of preserving Naga culture 
which in time would vanish if steps are not 

taken to preserve it. He also said that for him 
as a photographer and a tourist, it was a good 
opportunity to learn something new and get to 
know more about the Naga people and their 
rich culture and to talk to the local people and 
share experiences. He lastly mentioned that he 
enjoyed the Naga cuisine the most out of all his 
experiences in the State.

The Hornbill Festival despite everything 
has been successful in one thing and that is 
showcasing our rich culture and traditions in all 
their glory for the world to see and experience. 
Jan Skwara is one of many who will take back 
with him an experience that only our Naga 
people can provide and through his works and 
photographs more people around the world will 
come to know about our Nagaland, our beautiful 
landscape, our hospitable and kind-hearted 
people and most importantly our unique and rich 
cultural heritage.
